
Sponsored walk for Medical Aid for Palestinians
Sunday March 13th
Morning: meet 10.30 a.m., car park at the back of Outside. Please note: this is a patrons-only car park so you should put cars in the official village car park rather than here. 272 bus leaves Sheffield 10 a.m. 
Afternoon: lunch 12.30 at Little John. Set off 1.45 (or 2 p.m.). 272 buses at 12.00 and 13.00 from Sheffield

The walk has been arranged so there's a 4-mile morning circuit around Highlow, coming back into Hathersage for lunch. For the afternoon, there's a 4-mile circuit to Carr Head Rocks (more climbing than the morning circuit), or a 6-mile circuit which takes the same route to Carr Head Rocks, but then onto Stanage and back down into the village via North Lees.
Carr Head Rocks had no public access rights until last summer, so it will be new territory for most walkers. There are fantastic views from here in all directions.
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Morning walk
Station Road - Mill Lane - footpath across to Leadmill Bridge - along river for a short distance, then up footpath to left past hut. Should be simple to follow route from there. Easy downhill walk back from Highlow along a quiet road with splendid views, then back across the fields again from Leadmill Bridge.

MAP MORNING WALK - ALTERNATIVE MORE HEARTY ROUTE
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This route avoids walking back down the road which some might consider a bit too wimpish. It's only around 3/4 mile longer than coming back down the road but is likely to take 30 mins longer due to extra uphill bit. It's a lovely walk so hearties may prefer to do it this way. 

Afternoon walk:
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4-mile circuit
In truth this circuit is only 3.5 miles!
Up Baulks Lane towards North Lees. Don't go up the footpath by the wall on the way up - take the footpath a bit further up the lane which crosses the field diagonally to get to the church. This way, you get some good view which you miss otherwise. 
You need to get onto the sunken lane which runs up behind the church - the gate at the end of the road past the church leads onto the footpath.
The access point to Carr Head Rocks is just past the "Swiss Chalet".
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6-mile circuit

Come back off Carr Head Rocks onto the new footpath - marked by large posts, and out at Hook's Car through the new access point on that side. 

Up onto Stanage, then down opposite the Mountain Rescue hut and back via North Lees. Alternative (longer but gentler) way down from Stanage via Long Causeway.
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
